GENERAL INFORMATION FOR SOLO/DUO ENTRANTS
ELIGIBILITY

· Solo / Duo participants competing at metropolitan solo competitions, (Melbourne, Ballarat, Geelong), must also compete in 2 core items at the Victorian State Championships team competition, in the same year of competition. Failure to do so will result in the forfeiture of any prizes / trophies won during the solo season. They will be ineligible to compete as a soloist in the following year.

· CVI Senior Graceful competitors must also appear in two core items at RSSS Ballarat team competitions.

· In 2012, competitors aged 11 years and over, will be able to choose up to two sections in which to compete in a calendar year – Graceful Solo, Calisthenic Solo and/or Calisthenic Duo – provided they have achieved the correct ACF Pupil Skill Level for their age, prior to the 1st January 2012. Duo competitors aged 10 years, may also compete in a Calisthenic Solo, but cannot compete in Graceful Solos until aged 11.

· Duo team members must be registered in the same age group, i.e. Juniors, Inters or Seniors, but do not have to be from the same Club. If a 16 year old competitor chooses to participate in the Senior Section of her Club for teamwork, then if competing as part of a Duo, she must enter the Senior Section of the Duos.

· ** An 80% Pass Rate is required for Aesthetic and Dance in the Grade 3 exam for all entrants in 16 years Graceful Solo and Grade 4 exam for all entrants in the 17 and over Graceful Solo.

· The required Skills Level must be attained by 31st. December of the year prior to the competition.

· The following Pupil Skills Levels are required for soloists registered with a Country Club who will be competing in Country Competitions only (excludes metro, Ballarat & Geelong Comps): -

In 2012, soloists from Country Clubs who do not meet the Skills requirement, may request an exemption in writing, from CVI Competition Committee.

GENERAL RULES
· The entrant must be registered with CVI by the 17th February 2012.

· The entrant’s Coach must be a financial member of the VCCA and be registered as a Level 1 or Level 2 Coach at the time of entry.

· Competitors must compete as graded by the CVI Grading Committee unless Novice & Open sections are combined.
· Competitors must report to the Supervisor at least 15 minutes prior to the scheduled time of commencement of the section. After reporting, no change in the running order will be accepted, excluding emergencies.
· Failure to give 24 hours notice to the Competition Secretary of pending non-appearance, will incur a $25.00 fine to be paid within 14 days. Failure to pay this fine, will generate a second letter from the Director of Competitions with a request for a $50 fine to be paid within 14 days, otherwise a 12 month ban from solos/duos will apply the following year. 
· At the competition, passes will be issued to the competitor and the registered Coach whose name appears on the CVI Pupil Registration Form. The pass will be valid for the section in which the competitor has entered.

· No refunds will be paid if competitors withdraw two weeks after the closing date of competition. (Individual extenuating circumstances may be considered.)

COACH PASS

· A Coach Pass will only be issued to the Coach whose name appears on the CVI Pupil Registration form.
